At the time of acceptance, all new families are required to pay a $150 non-refundable 
commitment fee.  Current families are required to pay a $150 non-refundable re-enrollment 
fee, due February 24, 2010. 
 
Monsignor Donovan Catholic High School offers a 10% multi-child tuition discount ($7650) per 
sibling plus Textbook/Supply Fee ($400) making the total due - $8050.00. 
 
At the time of acceptance, each family must select one of the two payment plans-either monthly 
through FACTS or in one lump sum payable directly to MDCHS. 
 
Monsignor Donovan Catholic High School offers tuition assistance to families based on 
need.  Parents must apply for financial aid on an annual basis through FACTS, an independent 
financial aid service.  Depending on the student’s previous enrollment, aid may come from either 
Georgia GOAL or our internally funded tuition assistance program. Monsignor Donovan
